As regards 2019, I believe it would be fair to all those who attended but did not complete the Part 1 
in 2018 to be allowed to come on the Wednesday only paying  £20 for that extra night which would 
be taken by way of an additional deposit (so as it confirms to us their intended arrival date). 

 
Thus If only booking for Part 2 to arrive Thursday   Cost £525,   Deposit Payable £100 
If booking for last day Part 1 and Part 2 arriving Wednesday  Cost £545  Deposit Payable £120 

 
Should anyone from 2018 wish rebook to walk the whole of Part 1 (again) and also Part 2 then the 
cost would be £525 + £525 less £100 (for booking both sections) less a concessionary £50 (as 
recompense for 2018) so total £900.
